GLOBAL HISTORY AND GEOGRAPHY THREE-FOUR SYLLABUS
Description:

Global History III is the fall term of your sophomore course in world history and geography, continuing where Global II left off last year. Global History and Geography III  is a study of early modern history and civilization up through modern times ending in WWII; the meaning of past events and their relationship to current affairs; and the roles played by geography, religion, economics, and culture on the course of humanity through early modern to modern times.  Global Studies IV is the spring term which will continue with the history of the world, concentrating on the shift of power from Europe and the concept of globalization. We will also look at modern contemporary history and current events.  This course will also prepare for the Regents exam, which you will take and pass at the end of June.  We will review ALL Global Studies content from previous courses relevant to the state exam will be reviewed throughout the school and specifically in the spring term..

The class itself will be discussion, group work, and literacy (reading and writing) based. There will be a written component in almost every class. Grades will be determined by myriad assessments, such as: exams, essays, papers, projects, your notebook and homework, class participation, attendance, and behavior. Success in this class is very much YOUR responsibility.  Take charge of your studies and do your best.

Upon completing your sophomore year, all students must take the Global History and Geography Regents Examination Thus, all students are required to purchase or obtain a Regents review book for this course, if you have not already.

1. Assessments-50%

-PARTICIPATION-Daily participation in class discussion and group work. Students will complete a rubric to self-evaluate and have input each marking period.
-CLASSWORK-Prepared in class with loose-leaf notebook, homework and dated notes. Homework may be collected and graded as CLASSWORK.

                  Being immature, irresponsible, and undisciplined will seriously impact your final grade.    

                 Citizenship is an integral aspect of your grade in my class.
3. Homework 15 % – Blue or black ink only! You are not allowed to type or use pencil. 
-It will be collected approximately twice a week.  And all homework assigned must be completed within the given marking period.  
-If you are absent, write the work EXCUSED/ or UNEXCUSED ABSENT on the homework and turn it in as soon as the next assignment is collected.  Excused absences will receive full credit. (-10 points for unexcused homework)
-  If your homework is late, write the word LATE on top and hand it in when I ask for late work.  Homework turned in a day late will receive a 75.  Excessive late or make up homework for the marking period will receive a grade of 65.
-Homework prepares you for class; therefore, it may be graded as CLASSWORK.

V-NOTEBOOK
The “Interactive Notebook” is a method of note taking where all handouts, homework, etc are kept IN THE NOTEBOOK. The result is a book that is thorough and orderly. This notebook is a substantial component of your Classwork grade, as it is a record of your class work and learning progress, as well as your homework.

Step 1- Students are required to purchase a 3 ring-binder. Students may purchase equivalent books, but dimensions must be the same as a 5-Star. I recommend the loose leaf binder. Also, students are required to have a glue-stick, stapler, and/ or hole puncher (along with pen, pencil and proper notebook).

Step 2- Students must set-up notebook as follows:

· Each page is numbered

· The first four pages are the table of contents. Each day students record the TOPIC, DATE, and PAGE in their contents.

· Students take notes each day (as in any class). Handouts of the day are glued or stapled to the page next to the notes.

· Homework is also to be pasted/ placed in the notebook next relevant topic, date, or divide it into a separate section. 
Step 3- Notebook quizzes will be given throughout the semester and factored into the CLASSWORK grade.  I may periodically collect and check your notebook throughout the term. 

VI.  BRING YOUR OWN DEVICE POLICY:

a. Cell phones are not allowed in the classroom or hallway. I should not see a cell phone at the start of class, end of class, or in the hallway outside the room - NOT EVER.  NYC DOE states that students may carry a cell phone, but school and teacher policy dictates use of cell phone.
· I may instruct you to bring an electronic device to class periodically.

· Unless instructed, phones will be confiscated and given to the deans after a verbal warning has been issued.

· If you are caught with a cell phone during an exam your test will be invalidated and you will receive a grade of zero.
