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GLOBAL HISTORY AND GEOGRAPHY TWO
DESCRIPTION:

Global History II is a continuation of world history and geography that you covered last semester. We will begin with early Japanese history and continue on until the Glorious Revolution. The lands of Africa and Mesoamerica are covered (as they were not included in GHI), as are civilizations of East and Central Asia and Europe. The timeframe stretches from the late BCE era to the middle 17th Century of the AD/CE era. 
The religions, cultures, politics and geography of these myriad civilizations will be examined through reading (incorporating primary and secondary sources), writing, some discussion, and contemplative analysis of the content through projects and exams. Preparation for the Global History and Geography Regents will continue-the test takes place upon the end of the spring term in your sophomore year. I recommend studying from the Internet: regentsprep.org and the NYSED website which archives old exams.  Also, to buy a review book- this MAY BE on sale in the school bookstore. 

REQUIREMENTS:

Global History II is the second term of the two year course in world history and geography.  Upon completing the four semester study, all students must take the Global History and Geography Regents examination.  

Above all else, you are responsible for completing all assignments (at home and in class) and doing your utmost to secure the grade you deserve. You must check the class website www.fallonhistory.weebly.com on a daily basis.  You must use a notebook and follow instructions located in the expectations.

IV- NECESSARY SUPPLIES AND SEATING POLICY  - NEW SEATS and NEW NOTEBOOK
-Seating arrangements are at my discretion. 
-The following items are required for Global II: a glue-stick/tape/stapler, or whole puncher, Five Star 100-page notebook (or identical dimensions with loose leaf and a binder), and plenty of blue/black pens and number 2 pencils. All written work must be completed in black or blue ink. Being unorganized, completing class and homework assignments in pencil, and/or neglecting to complete your work will severely impact your grade. 
V-NOTEBOOK
The “Interactive Notebook” is a method of note taking where all handouts home work, etc are kept IN THE NOTEBOOK. The result is a book that is thorough and orderly. This notebook is a substantial component of your grade in Global Two, as it is a record of your class work and learning progress, as well as your homework.
Step 1- Students are required to purchase a 100 page (or a two subject) (5-Star) notebook or loose leaf binder.  Students may purchase equivalent books, but dimensions must be the same as a 5-Star. Also, students are required to have a glue-stick, tape or whole puncher (along with pen, pencil and proper notebook).
Step 2- Students must set-up notebook as follows:

· Each page is numbered

· The first three pages are the table of contents. Each day students record the TOPIC and PAGE in their contents.

· Students take notes each day (as in any class). Handouts of the day are glued or stapled to the page next to the notes.

· Homework is to be added to the notebook in an orderly fashion.
Step 3- Notebook quizzes will be given throughout the semester which will count in your classwork grade.  I may periodically collect and check your notebook throughout the term. 
 I strongly advise you to hold on to this class notebook, as well as all global studies notebooks. As the Regents for this course is a two-year exam, all information you learn is germane to the test.
VI- HOMEWORK

- Homework prepares you for the next day’s class.  If you do not have it, then you are unprepared for class.

- I will accept a homework assignment one day late for half credit.  
- Each assignment must have a full heading which includes your full name, date, period and homework number/ or title of the assignment.

- Please refer to the homework rubrics to see what is expected and how it will be graded.
