In the 18th century, liberal ideas from Britain and France spread rapidly across Europe. In 1815, the Congress of Vienna gave Austria control over most of the Italian peninsula while other areas of Italy were divided up into three separate nations. The liberal ideas of the Italians clashed with the conservative ideas of the Austrian monarchy. These clashes led to the rise of nationalism, the belief that the Italian people should control their own, united nation. There were three major leaders of the Italian Unification, each with his own idea of how Italy should be won and be governed. This WebQuest will lead your group through a series of websites that explains the goals of unification, the major obstacles to unification, and the final outcome of the unification efforts. By the end of this lesson your team should be able to explain how the forces of nationalism both helped and hindered the unification process in Italy.

The Quest: You are living in Italy in the year 1860. Create a propaganda poster that informs the Italian people how the forces of nationalism and liberalism are helping the unification of your country. SOME of you will create a poster on Germany with the same purpose.
The Process and Resources: Use the Internet information linked below to answer the questions on looseleaf. Be creative in exploring the information so that you answer these questions as fully and insightfully as you can.

Now your team is ready to create a propaganda poster to inform the Italian people how these issues relate to nationalism. Your end product must include four or more specific examples from Italian unification to support your campaign. All sources you utilize must be documented.
DAY 2 – Like Italy, Germany also achieved national unity in the mid-1800s.  Beginning in 1815, 39 German states formed a loose grouping called the German Confederation.  Prussia was ready to unify all the German states and Otto von Bismarck was instrumental and almost singlehandedly unified Germany. Document 4: Otto von Bismarck: Blood & Iron Speech, 1862 

“The Conflict is viewed too tragically, and presented too tragically in the press; the regime does not seek war. If the crisis can be ended with honor, the regime will gladly do so. The great independence of the individual makes it difficult in Prussia to rule under the Constitution. In France it is otherwise; there, individual independence is lacking. The constitutional crisis, however, is no shame, but rather an honor. We are perhaps too educated to put up with a constitution - we are too critical. Public opinion wavers; the press is not public opinion; we know how that arises. There are too many Catilines [a reference to a Roman politician who plotted to overthrow the government], who have revolution at heart. The members [of the House], however, have the task of standing over public sentiment, and of guiding it. Our blood is too hot, we prefer armor too great for our small body to carry, but we should put it to service. Germany does not look to Prussia's liberalism, but to its power. Bavaria, Wurttemberg, and Baden would like to turn to liberalism, but they shall not assume Prussia's role. Prussia must collect its forces for the favorable occasion, which has several times been neglected; Prussia's borders are not favorable to a healthy national life. Not by speeches and decisions of majorities will the greatest problems of the time be decided - that was the mistake of 1848-49 - but by iron and blood. 

Thought Questions: According to Bismarck, what was Prussia’s role? 

What did Bismarck mean when he said that the great questions will be decided by “blood and iron”? 
3. How was Germany unified? Use specific evidence from the sites and your homework.
4. How did a unified Germany change the balance of power in Europe?
TASK: Create a Propaganda Poster for Italy or German.  A PROPAGANDA POSTER from the perspective of an Italian Nationalist or a German Nationalist (favoring unification.) A propaganda poster is like an advertisement that is created to persuade the audience to think or act in favor of the idea that is presented. 
Poster Guidelines:
1.)    You must create ONE poster in FAVOR of the viewpoint of the group you chose (Italian or German Nationalist.)  Your poster should be a minimum of 8.5” x 11” sized paper and a maximum of 8.5” x 14” sized paper (Legal sized paper or construction paper is acceptable, too. But, NO huge posters - I WON'T accept them!).
2.)    You must include the following: A slogan (a catchy phrase or title) and may include pictures (drawn by you or from another source), and other words you think help convey your message.  If you use a language besides English – make sure you explain the translation. Your poster must be created with the idea that you are trying to convince other people to support the Italian OR German nationalist cause.  Be sure to include and or make reference to the FEDs learned in this Unit. 
3.)    It can be done by hand or using a computer. If you are working by hand you can use pen, pencil, markers, crayons, colored pencils, etc. If you are using a computer it is not acceptable to just find something on the internet and print it out – YOU must create the poster!
4.)    This assignment will count as a classwork grade. Keep in mind that neatness and creativity will also be factors for grading. If you are not artistically inclined, remember that your words show creativity!

DO NOT reprint a poster and try to hand it in for credit! You will receive a zero for the grade!
